Tune in to CKWX
1130AM, CKNW 980AM, Country Radio 107.1FM, Pulse 107.7 or CBC 690AM or
88.1FM for updates.

Please note that Langley District schools are all considered 'open' until a decision
to close is required. Decisions on school closures are usually made by 6:30am. As
always, it is a parent's decision whether to send their child to school based on
safety and individual circumstances. If you feel it is unsafe for you or your child to
travel to or attend an open school for any reason, please keep your child home and
report an absence to the school.

The decision to close a school due to a
power outage (s based on many considerations including expected power
restoration time, operational emergency lighting, access to water and washrooms,
among other factors. As always, it is a parent’s decision whether to send their child
to school (or keep their child at school) based on safety and individual
circumstances. If you feel it is unsafe for you or your child to travel to or attend an
open school for any reason, please keep your child home and report an absence to
the school.
